1- Duration and Location

2- Allowances

The Fellow will receive a net monthly allowance of € 2300 euros. 

This amount will be transferred to the personal bank account of the Fellow during the first week of each month. This bursary will be paid to the Fellow by the "Centre International des Etudiants et Stagiaires”, EGIDE. 

3- Travel Expenses

Costs for travelling to and from the host institutions will be paid directly to the Fellow via ERCIM EEIG. The ticket is based on an economic class airplane ticket or first class train ticket. These expenses are reimbursed upon presentation by the fellow of the original tickets, the two boarding cards and original invoices.  If the Fellow travelled via car, he/she must provide an estimate (made by a travel agency) vouching for the price of a first class train ticket for this trip. No moving expenses are allocated. 

Participation in Scientific conferences and travels for external meetings:

The Fellow is encouraged to attend and to submit papers to scientific conferences. The Fellow will be reimbursed by the Hosting Institute according to their internal and accounting rule. 
4- Insurance and Tax Affairs

The Fellow is covered by a personal insurance provided by EGIDE (Centre International des Etudiants et Stagiaires), the cost of which is paid by GEIE ERCIM. The Fellow will have to conform strictly to the modalities required by EGIDE to obtain benefit of this insurance.

The insurance covers medical transportation costs if needed, payment of a lump sum for invalidity or death, personal liability (see booklet sent at the beginning of the first period). The insurance does not cover Fellow's family.

During the CoreGRID Fellowship Programme, in order for the Fellow to be covered by the health insurance during his departure to another country (for personal or professional reasons), the Fellow has to inform GEIE ERCIM at least 10 days before his departure. If the Fellow does not respect this procedure, GEIE ERCIM can not be held responsible.

It is the Fellow’s own personal responsibility to respect the legislation in force within the hosting country, and in particular regarding his or her own  individual tax affairs.

5- Confidentiality

The Fellow is bound by the strictest duty of confidentiality in regard to the data they learn during their stay at the host institution. 

6- Intellectual Property and Publications

During their stay at the grouping's members, the Fellow is integrated into the host research teams. The results of the work carried out during the Fellowship belong to the hosting organisation.

The Fellow must acknowledge CoreGRID in their published papers or articles referring to the work carried out during the Fellowship by the following footnote on the first page:
"This work was carried out for the CoreGRID IST project n°004265, funded by the European Commission”.
As a general rule, the Fellow must consult his/her hosting research teams for complete information before any publication.

7- Reporting 

The Fellow is obliged to send a scientific and administrative report to GEIE ERCIM at least 15 days before leaving each Hosting Institute. 
The scientific report (2/3 pages) is mandatory at the end of each period. It must include a brief summary of the research carried out, the list and abstract of the publication(s), the list of the workshop(s) and conference(s) the Fellow attended. 

8- Internal Regulations Governing Hosting Organisations 

During the Fellowship, the Fellow will have to conform to the internal regulations governing the hosting organisation in which he/she is staying, respecting in particular: 

· Working hours,

· Usage of technical facilities and especially of computing facilities, 

· Access to the premises,

9- Termination of the Contract

The Fellow may end the present contract with a two-month notice. 

GEIE ERCIM may end the contract if the Fellow has not fulfilled the obligations laid down in the present contract. 

GEIE ERCIM may terminate the present contract if the European Commission was to end its financial support to the CoreGRID project and will not be liable for any penalties or compensations for the termination of the contract. 

10- Applicable Law
